
Arrangement for Summer Residence at Village CARE 

 

 

Thank you for residing at Village CARE for Summer Residence. Please observe the following arrangement 

during your stay: 

 

a) Only South Block in Village CARE is open for residency during Summer Residence.  Residents are 

restricted to stay on their assigned floors and should not access other Blocks/floors where construction 

works are underway.  

b) Defect rectification work will be arranged for some student bedrooms or common facilities, staff of the 

Student Accommodation Sections or technicians of the Estates Office may visit the floors or rooms 

occasionally.  Contractors will be escorted by security or staff members.  

c) Windows in the student bedrooms are temporarily closed for safety reasons, glass barriers will be 

installed in phases before the windows are openable.  

d) Visitation is not available at Village CARE during the soft opening for Summer Residence in 2024 and 

residents are advised to meet their visitors outside of the student hostels. 

e) Mailbox service, handling of parcels and collection of food delivery are not available during the soft 

opening for Summer Residence in 2024 and residents are advised to make alternative arrangements. 

f) The Rules and Regulations in the Undergraduate Halls shall apply in Village CARE during the soft 

opening period and you are advised to read them carefully to avoid any disciplinary actions. 

g) Residents should pay for the In-room utilities on a user-pay principle.  In-room utilities includes air 

conditioning, water heater and power socket.  Lights and water are provided without charge.  The utility 

fee is $1.4 per kWh. Octopus Card is used for charging up in-room utilities via the payment kiosk located 

on the 9/F of the Laundry Room in Village CARE. 

h) Laundry is only available in the Laundry Rooms on 9/F in South Block Village CARE. Washers and 

dryers are operated with Octopus Cards. 

i) Residents should dispose rubbish collected in the small rubbish bin in their unit to the large bin in the 

Co-living Space (also known as Activity Room located next to the lift lobby of each floor) to be collected 

by the cleaners.    

j) Distilled Water Dispensers are provided temporarily on each floor in the Co-living Space during the soft 

opening period.
